Be aware…...     
 

 At a recent East Sector Police/Citizens’ meet-
ing, we received some information that should 
be shared with neighborhoods.  There has 
been a man calling homes and going door to 
door asking for money.  He is very pleasant 
and uses names of neighbors.  Sometimes he 
uses the line that he or his grandmother once 
lived down the street. He probably has many 
more stories. He seems to be targeting older 
citizens who may honestly try to remember 
this guy.  He has made his rounds in many 
East side neighborhoods. One of our 
neighborhood leaders arrived at the East    
Sector meeting just as CPO’s were discussing 
scenarios very similar to those that had hap-
pened in her neighborhood.  A UNOE Board 
member reported the same thing happened to 
some of her South side neighbors.   
     The prosecutor’s office representative at 
East Sector had this advice for neighbors.  If a 
stranger comes to your door asking for money 
you should say: “Goodbye. I need you to 
leave now. Don’t come back on my   

property.”  If the person returns, as he has 
done in some neighborhoods, he would be 
trespassing.   
Currently, it is not against the law to go door 
to door or make phone calls asking for 
money.  However, trespassing is against the 
law.

Successful letters or e-mails 

 to your legislators  

are well timed, well written 
 

 

 Timing is often the key element in the success or failure of a legislative program. That’s  
why you are urged to be ready to respond immediately when state or local leaders call for a show 
of grass root support for a particular piece of legislation.  
 Please save this General Assembly Directory and list of key committees. Keep it in a       
readily accessible place so you will be prepared to communicate with your own legislators. 
 A letter or e-mail sent when there is no current action on a bill is pretty much wasted effort. 
You are urged to familiarize yourself with these suggestions to help you communicate effectively. 
  

Characteristics of a persuasive letter or email:  
 

A.  Letters should be typed if possible, or neatly handwritten. Watch spelling and     
 grammar! Use your legislator’s proper title. Each letter or e-mail should be short and 
 to the point. Its purpose must be immediately clear to the reader.  

 
B.  Don’t threaten or berate your legislator. If you disagree, state your reason calmly. 

We can disagree without being disagreeable or demanding. 
 

C.  Never deluge your legislator with form letters or form e-mails or postal cards.          
Individualize your message as much as possible. There are times, however, when 
one particular letter or e-mail may be sent to a number of legislators. 

 

D. The letter or e-mail should state logical reasons for passage or defeat of a particular 
bill. Offer only constructive criticism.  

 

E.  Describe the bill under discussion by its right number and title. Be sure your            
references to amounts of money, statistical data, names of sponsoring legislators, 
and other facts are correct. Don’t claim to wield vast political influence. You may 

write as an individual or as an appointed spokesman for your organization, but      
emphasize issues – not your title.
