Hello Neighborhoods!

The ice and snow storms are over (“sort of”, “maybe”) and the daffodils and crocus
are showing life and expectations. Neighborhood Associations are beginning to
come alive with expectations, vigor, and enthusiasm. All of this means that a new
season and a new awakening is happening!

There is always much to be done within a neighborhood to increase the value of
our neighborhoods as a great place to live. The best way to kill an organization is
to try to operate without a vision and a specific plan of work. A Neighborhood
Association is no exception to this rule. How do we develop a vision and a plan?

Here is a beginning:

e Officers and Board and/or Steering Committee meet in a two hour session
without distractions

The President or designee prepares a purpose for the meeting and assigns each
Board Member to talk with the folks near them in the neighborhood to solicit
suggestions for what are the priority needs of the neighborhood

Using the neighborhood resident sample of ideas determine a vision for the
neighborhood (looking at this year and the next) and determine 2, 3, or 4 (no
more than 4) goals to be accomplished within this year

Determine exactly what resources you will need to accomplish each one of the
goals. Consider the type of people you will need and how many you will need
for each task. What finances and material resources you will need. What
government agency or non-government agency could be of assistance and any
other that comes to mind

You must have the total commitment of this group to focus on and accomplish
the goals

Develop a calendar of beginnings and deadlines and stick with them
Document the stages of completion by copies of the written plan, photos, etc.
These can be shared at the Sparkplug Celebration and makes great items for
the media to feature your neighborhood activities.

Some neighborhood associations try to do too much and some barely do anything.
By having a vision and plan of work and following each of them, you are guaran-
teed success, participation, pride, and satisfaction of a job well done.

If you need assistance in visioning and/or planning invite Paul of the UNOE staff
to meet with you and he will guide you through the process. He is available during
the day and/or evenings.

Legislative Happenings

The Indiana Legislature is in its final month. Many important bills are in both the Senate
and House. Each is considering the other side’s bills and these bills will soon be assigned
to “Conference Committees” for final deliberation and then forwarded to the Governor for his
signature. The “Conference Committees” are composed of an equal number of Democrats and
Republicans from both the House and Senate.

In this short session of the Indiana General Assembly, the House and Senate have made
property tax reform their top issue (HB1001). Both the Senate and House passed a
comprehensive property tax bill. Our local legislators are optimistic that a solution will
be reached by the end of the session on March 14th that will provide a basis for ongoing
reform!

The final Meet Your Legislature session is over for this year. UNOE is one of the sponsors
of these sessions and appreciate our Legislators for their time, energy, commitment,
knowledge and their willingness to share ideas and to receive ideas and opinions of their
constituents.

Besides property taxes sever other very important bills are being considered. Including but
not limited to: HB1290 (Avery) which continues to allow older youth from ages 18 to 21
to continue to receive foster care benefits if they choose to.

HB1165 (Avery) addresses issues that create youth homelessness and helps to bridge these
youth to the appropriate services. The bill also contains educational provisions that promote
educational continuity for foster youth and those in shelters.

HB1318 (Senate version Becker) under this Bill, continuous spinal cord or brain injuries
Research would be funded by a 30 cent fee added to the motor vehicle registration in
Indiana. The research could help reduce health care costs, stimulate economic activity and
improve research programs. Those soldiers coming home from the war with brain injuries
have increased dramatically. Research will help provide care for them and others in need
of medical treatment in the future. Currently more than 160,000 Hoosiers are living with a
spinal cord or traumatic brain injury.

The important point in all of this is that our local legislators are deeply involved in support
of quality and needed legislative action to benefit the quality of life for the citizens of
Indiana. Keep up with the progress of these bills and offer your support via letters etc

to them and to the Governor Daniels when the bills appear on his desk for his signature.
